1) Create a sustainable and vibrant Interact Club!  We elected our leadership from a group of students who really did not know what Interact really was yet! e) The club decided to adopt a Patriotic 2nd semester…. Sponsor a veteran to go to HonorAir.  To raise the $911 dollars needed, we are in the process of selling $20 MIDAS cards for free oil changes.
Other activities to consider:

· Jan 21st we went bowling to celebrate our 2014 success
· We had one or two students attend the Interact Fall Conference and report back to the rest of the club.
· Leadership Training – Because we are working with 6th, 7th and 8th graders, we elected to create a Leadership Training monthly time… The 2nd Weds of each month, we meet with the Presidents, VP, Treasurer, Publicity Chair and Scrapbook Chair and talk about their duties, how they are currently comfortable in their role (or not) and leadership formats that can help them live into their role a bit better.  It has worked VERY WELL… We hope that our 7th grade leaders will then become some of our 8th grade leaders and actually start leading every step of each meeting.
